Today’s game was played in an energy sapping, sweaty 29 degrees.
Our pitching plan today was to start Jack O’Loughlin for a few innings then throw quite a few other guys for not too many pitches in order to have almost our entire staff available for the four games we’re playing in Arizona this weekend.
We got off to the best possible start when Fullerton led off the game with a double to left centre. Kelleher then smashed our first home run of the tour deep over the left field fence and we had an early 2 - 0 lead. Sa Diego responded with a run of their own on the back of two hits and a walk to make it a 2 -1 game.   They were swinging metal bats and boy does it make a noticeable difference. The ball really jumps off the bat and routine fly balls simply travel deeper, and it was definitely more of a challenge for our infielders also.

O’Loughlin threw a good three innings with the score still 2 - 1when he came out of the game to be relieved by Wilson. We really threatened in the 5th when Martinson walked, and Fritsch and Kimmorley hit consecutive singles to load the bases with one out but we couldn’t get them in.
Again in the 6th we loaded the bases after a McArdle single, an infield error and a walk, but again we failed to convert. Johannsen came on to pitch for Wilson in their 6th and a walk with one out put a runner on first. The next hitter laid down a bunt which was thrown away allowing the runner to score from first and the batter got to third. But Johannsen fought back to hold them out and it was now a tied 2 - 2 ball game. 
Laverty threw a tidy 7th to keep them scoreless, and in the 8th we left runners on first and second so heading into the bottom of the 8th it was still a 2 - 2 game and Young came on to pitch for us. He threw an effective 8th, as did Fritsch in the 9th, and that’s how the scores finished.
It had been a great effort by or pitching staff to restrict the opposition to just the one earned run the entire game, made even more meritorious because of their loaded offence. Our defence had also been solid with just the one error. The only disappointing aspect was that we’d left a lot of runners on base and had multiple chances to put the game out of reach.
After the game, drove back to Anaheim where we are overnight, then up early in the morning for the long drive out to Phoenix where we’re playing a double header on both Saturday and Sunday this weekend.
