Our second game got underway and the temperature had crept up to 30 degrees. We took an early lead after Kimmorley walked, Tsui bunted and McArdle drove him in. They replied with three runs of their own on the back of four hits (the first two of which were absolute bleeders) to make it 3 - 1. Wilson found his rhythm in the 2nd striking out all three hitters.
We loaded the bases from two out and none on in the 3rd after base hits to Kimmorley and Kelleher, and a Tsui walk, but failed to score. They then strung together three hits of their own to score two and it 
was now 5 - 1 their away after three. Wilson finished was replaced on the mound by Johannsen for the 4th.
Fullerton did it all himself in the 5th to get us a run back. He singled to left, stole second and stole third with the catcher throwing the ball away on the play to allow him home. Now 5 - 2. We scored another in the 6th when Tsui led off with a triple and Bedgood got a pinch hit single to bring him in. Johannsen in the meantime was doing a great job, restricting their hitters and stopping them from scoring.
So going into the last innings, we were down by two runs at 5 - 3. Day battled hard and got a lead off walk. Young came in to pitch hit and smashed a triple to left centre but it was ruled a ground rule double and so Young had to go back to second, and Day to third. This proved to be costly because we then had a strikeout followed by a Martinson sacrifice fly which scored Day from third, but the game finished with the tying run for us stranded at third.
In the end, it was a disappointing result. We’d outhit them, and indeed had way more scoring opportunities, but simply hadn’t been able to execute and bring them home.
