Yesterday was a travel day and we had a two hour drive to Corvallis in southern Oregon, where we’ll be based for the next week. Today we were in Salem up against Chemeketa College, playing a double header of two 7 innings games.
We got off to a great start when Fullerton led off with a double, Kelleher singled and McArdle hit a deep fly ball to right field to bring in our first run. Hall then singled to score Kelleher and we’d jumped out to an early 2 - 0 lead. Robins was our starter today and they replied with a run of their own after their lead off hitter was hit by a pitched ball and ended up scoring.
They tied it up in the 2nd after a disgraceful call at second when their runner, in attempting to steal second, was thrown out by a conservative five feet, yet inexplicably the umpire called him safe, and he ended up scoring to tie the game up at 2 - 2.

We got our noses back in front by adding another run in the 3rd but should’ve scored more than that. Kelleher and Tsui had hit back to back singles and McArdle walked to load the bases with none out. Hall’s second base hit of the game brought in a run and we still had loaded bases. But some poor base running shut down our innings without any additional runs. Robins shut them down easily in the 3rd but they hit a solo shot home run to tie the game back up at 3 - 3 in the 4th.

Again we regained the lead in the 5th when Tsui got on base through an error and McArdle doubled to right centre. Hall then got his third hit and third RBI of the game to score Tsui. Day had a great at bat and hit a deep double over the right fielder’s head to bring in both McArdle and Hall and we’d got out to a 6 - 3 lead.

Johannsen came on for Robins and had immediate success striking out two in his first innings. We added another three runs in the 6th when Young was hit by a pitched ball and Kimmorley singled. Fullerton’s infield chopper scored a run as did Kelleher’s base hit, and Tsui drew a walk. Hall, in a great piece of hitting, then got his 4th single and 4th RBI of the game to give us three for the innings and extend our lead out to 9 - 3. They got a run in the bottom of the 7th and so we ran out eventual winners 9 - 4.
This had been a very good win. Solid pitching and defence, backed up by our best offensive game of the tour so far.

A 25 minute break and then we are back into it for game two.
