The second game of the double header pretty much started straight away and we exploded out of the blocks with our best offensive innings of the tour. After Kimmorley walked, Tsui singled, and McArdles’double to deep left centre scored our first run. The successive singles to Goodman, Taylor, Bedggood and Day took us out to a 4 - 0 lead. Still with loaded bases, Martinson then stepped to the plate and smashed a triple over centre field to bring in another three, and at the end of the 1st the total result of it all was a 7 - 0 scoreline.
Jack O’Loughlin was our starting pitcher and he threw a good first innings, but back to back hits in the second saw them score a run.

We got that run back in the 4th when Fullerton got on base with an error and stole second, Kimmorley walked and Tsui’s infield single loaded the bases. Hall’s infield ground ball brought Fullerton home but Kimmorley after rounding third at speed went down like he’d been snipered. His ankle appeared to roll and he was in a lot of pain. The onfield diagnosis from our own trainer, Brendon Wallace, and Irvine Valley’s trainer was damage to the long tendon that goes from the knee to the ankle. He went off the field with his leg strapped and on crutches. Very fortunately (and almost unbelievably), one of our host family’s dad is a foot doctor and so Sam was taken there for immediate x-rays. The prognosis is tendon damage as first suspected with thankfully no other injuries. Obviously, he won’t be playing any time soon but should make a full recovery. Indeed, tonight he was still sore but was able to walk in to his host’s place in a moon boot but without the aid of crutches.
Back to the game. O’Loughlin threw a tidy cameo three innings and was replaced by Young who threw well in the 4th and 5th. Then in the 6th, Martinson continued his hot day with a line drive double down the left field line, his second extra base hit of the game. Laverty then singled to right field and a Tsui double scored them both.

Fritsch then threw his reliable scoreless innings, looking extemely sharp and I’m convinced he has a very bright future on the mound if he decides to become a specialist pitcher.

So the final score was a convincing 10 - 2 win. It was definitely our best offensive game of the tour and you can literally see the team improving with every game. It’s hard to believe they never played together until three weeks ago. We scored ten runs and ten different players scored those runs ….THAT is a team effort.
Our tour record now stands at 10, wins, 5 losses and 2 draws. So that means we’ve played 17 games in the 19 days we’ve been here. Certainly a lot of baseball, but to be honest, the boys seem to be revelling in it.

Tomorrow is our final game of the tour against a local touring all star high school team, the Placentia Mustangs. And to give the kids yet another great experience, we’ve been able to get the game played at Cal State Fullerton, a four year Div 1 school with multiple World College Series to their credit, and their ball park is absolutely top drawer.
