Played today at Clark College, just over the border in Washington State. Fullerton led off the 1st with a walk and was at second with one out, but we were unable to score him. Bedggood was our starter and after getting the first two outs, got into a bit of trouble to load the bases but pitched himself out of it to keep it at 0 - 0. 
It was still the same going into the 3rd, the defensive highlights being McArdle throwing out both of Clark’s steal attempts. Then our bats came to life. Kimmorley led off with a single and was bunted through to second by Howitt. Fullerton hit a sharp single, then Kelleher hit a deep double to right centre to bring in both runners and we were out t o a 2 - 0 lead. Clarke hit back straight away to score a run on the back of two lead off walks. So going into the 4th it was a 2 -1 ball game our way.

Beddgood threw a scoreless fourth and fifth innings and so the score was still the same going into the 6th. We loaded the bases on the back of walks to McArdle and Fritsch and a Young single. Kimmorley then beat out an infield hit to shortstop to bring in a run and the shortstop threw the ball away on the play to score another, and our lead was now out to 4 - 1.
Howitt came on to pitch for the bottom of the 6th relieving Bedggood who had thrown a great game, giving up just the one run and three hits in five quality innings. Howitt shut them down in the 6th and 7th but then in the 8th, two walks and a hit saw Clarke load the bases with two out, but Fritsch coming in at speed from centre field took a magnificent low catch to finish the innings.
Then in the bottom of the 9th, a walk, a hit and an error again saw Clarke load the bases with two out, but Howitt kept his cool and a pop up fly to Kimmorley ended the game.

Bedggood and Howitt had both thrown impressively and McArdle, behind the plate, had the best defensive game I have ever seen him have. Fullerton was good at shortstop and we had converted most of our opportunities with the bat to give us a really good win against a very highly regarded team.

But it doesn’t get any easier with tomorrow’s game against Mt Hood College, one of the highest ranked teams in this part of the U.S. Game time is 3.30pm.
