Played today at Lane College, about an hour’s drive south of Corvallis. Sunny but quite windy conditions. Josh Bedggood was our starting pitcher and came out firing striking out three in the first innings. There was no score through the first four innings although we’d had six runners on base in the 2nd, 3rd and 4th, with our highlight being Hall going two for two. In the bottom of the 4th, Bedggood got the first two outs then loaded the bases but he got himself out of trouble with an innings ending strikeout. 
Laverty replaced Bedggood, who’d thrown a really god game, for their 5th in his first pitching outing of the tour, and had a quick three up three down innings.  
Then finally in the 6th we broke the game open. Our leadoff, Fullerton, was hit by a pitch and stole second. With two out, McArdle drew a walk and then that man, Alex hall did the job again, lining a double to right field to score Fullerton. Goodman then singled to centre to bring in two more runs, and we were out to a 3 - 0 lead. Laverty again shut them down in the 6th and was replaced by Young. He’d thrown two valuable innings, striking out three and giving up no runs.
Young threw a quick 7th and then got into a little bit of trouble, loading the bases in the 8th, but similar to Bedggood, threw a pressure strikeout to close out the innings and keep them scoreless. Fullerton then threw the 9th, also his first pitching of the tour, and they got a single run on a walk and a base hit but he also threw three strikeouts to finish the game, showing off a really effective curve ball.

The Oregon leg of the tour has now wrapped up. We’ve played eleven games against tough opposition and our win-loss record is now 7.5 – 3.5. Tomorrow we drive back to Portland and fly to LA, then drive straight to San Diego and watch a Padres game. Stay there over night and play there on Thursday. Drive to Anaheim after the game and overnight there. Up early on Friday morning to drive to Phoenix where we’re going to a Diamondbacks game on Friday night. Double header at the Peoria Complex on both Saturday and Sunday in Phoenix, and drive back to LA on Sunday afternoon where we’re based for the last four days of the tour. Still lots of travel and lots of games to go.
