This weekend’s games are being played at the magnificent Peoria Complex in Phoenix Arizona. This is the spring training base for both the Mariners and Padres who have six fields each and also a stadium they jointly share. So all up, thirteen baseball fields !!
We arrived in Phoenix yesterday afternoon and the temperature was 42 degrees. Went straight to Chase Field, the home of the Diamondbacks (they were up against the Padres) and were fortunate enough to be down on the field behind the cages for both teams’ BP. Whatever air conditioning system they have, it is beyond awesome as there were 42,000 at the game and you can actually feel the cool 
draft going over your own skin. Indeed just before game time at 6.40pm, they opened the retractable stadium roof and even with the roof open, we were informed that the outside temperature was 36 but inside the stadium it was 24. Cracker of a game too that the Dbacks won 5 - 3.
Today’s games were a double header against AZ Pro, a Phoenix high school All-Star team with game times of 8.00am (temperature was already 27) and 10.30am. Our starting pitcher was Josh Bedggood and he held them scoreless in the 1st. Then the Fullerton - Kelleher show kicked the game off as normal. Fullerton led off with a single and Kelleher laid down a perfect bunt for a base hit. It’s very impressive how every day they turn up ready to play right from the opening pitch. Tsui then hit a deep fly ball and Fullerton tagged up and was able to get to third and Kelleher then stole second. McArdle’s sacrifice fly scored Fullerton and it was a real team generated run. Kelleher stole third and scored on a pass ball to give us an early 2 - 0 lead.
We scored another of those real “team” runs in the 2nd when Taylor led off with a single and was bunted through to second by Young. Fritsch’s single moved him over and Martinson’s sacrifice fly to deep left field brought him home and it was now 3 - 0 in our favour. Bedggodd was looking good on the mound also, striking out five in the first three innings.

It became 4 - 0 in the 4th after Tsui got on through an error, McArdle walked and the reliable Goodman singled to left to bring him in. Bedggood came out of the game after five quality innings of work with a relatively low pitch count in which he’d struck out nine without giving up a run. He was replaced by Laverty who threw two excellent innings also, striking out four with no walks, hits or runs.
This had been a tidy performance – great pitching, errorless defence and we’d manufactured a number of real team runs.
